St. Augustine of Canterbury da. 1 ‘
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FeastDay: May 27

At the end of the sixth century anyone would hsaiel that Augustine had found his
niche in life. Looking at this respected prior of a monastery, almost anyone would have
predicted he would spend his last days there, instructing, governing, and settling even furthe
into this sedentary life. :

Missionaries had gone to Britain years before but the Saxon conquest of England had forcéﬁn epaplazeys Dixpomoyih

these Christians into hiding. Augustine and his monks were to bring these Christiaitgdack’
the fold and convince the warlike conquerors to become Christians themselves.

Every step of the way they heard the horrid stories of the cruelty and barbarity of their future hosts. By the time they ha
reached France the stories became so frighgethiat the monks turned back to Rome. Gregory had heard encouraging
news that England was far more ready for Christianity than the stories would indicate, including the marriage of King
Ethelbert of Kent to a Christian princess, Bertha. He sent Augusithéhe monks on their way again fortified with his

belief that now was the time for evangelization.

King Ethelbert himself wasn't as sure, but he was a just king and curious. So he went to hear what the missionaries ha
say after they landed in EngtArBut he was just as afraid of them as they were of him! Fearful that they would use magic
on them, he held the meeting in the open air. There he listened to what they had to say about Christianity. He did not
convert then but was impressed enough tthiemn continue to preachas long as they didn't force anyone to convert.

They didn't have te- the king was baptized in 597. Unlike other kings who forced all subjects to be baptized as soon as
they were converted, Ethelbert left religious a free @hditbnetheless the following year many of his subjects were
baptized.

Augustine was consecrated bishop of the English and more missionaries arrived from Rome to help with the new task.
Augustine had to be very careful because, although the English hagicechthe new religion they still respected the old.
Under the wise orders of Gregory the Great, Augustine aided the growth from the ancient traditions to the new life by
consecrating pagan temples for Christian worship and turning pagan festivals shttafesaof martyrs. Canterbury was

built on the site of an ancient church.

Augustine was more successful with the pagans than with the Christians. He found the ancient British Church, which h
been driven into Cornwall and Waldwmd strayed a little in its practices from Rome. He met with them several times to
try to bring them back to the Roman Church but the old Church could not forgive their conquerors and chose isolation ¢
bitterness over community and reconciliation.

Augustine was only in England for eight years before he died in 605. His feast day is celebrated on May 26 in England
and May 28 elsewhere. He is also known as Austin, a name that many locations have adopted

Green Tip of the Month

Want some greeigarden tips? Try some of these ideas.

Allow some of your vegetables to go to flowers. The flower will attract the bumble
bees, allowing for the pollination process to begin.

Want to try composting but don't think you have room for a big compost contifiey a small
wormer instead. You can use a small plastic pail, adding some soil and either earth worms or leaf worms. Yo
add peelings (fruits, vegetableso animal products except crushed egg shells) to the wormer just as you
would a composter. The wors will appear and break down your peelings into small amounts of garden
compost. You can then use this compost as top dressings for your container plants.

Buy flowers that will flower as late into the fall as possible. This will allow more beneficial bugs and
bees to hae plenty of time to pollinate.

HOW DOES OUR GARDEN GROW?

On Palm Sunday, at the Education Hour, Theresa Williams led us in discussion of the plans for
Saint Maryds Commu n ifadkyareGwestiatimy whasSfaochie needed in Cadillac , and
by whom, and others are working on the logistical aspects of the beds and crops. There was quite a
bit of discussion about the location and purpose of beds, since the time commitment that peopl e
can make to care for the garden varies, and the types of crops we want to grow will require different
techniques. We reached a consensus that we would have a large traditional bed at the top of the

hill, filled with winter squash, and three raised beds of various vegetables behind the church. We will

have to dig out and replace the mix that is in the current raised bed, and move o

the wooden structure to the back of the church. The large bed will require  just Nee

three or four large blocks of time to prepare, plant, and harvest, for those who

would rather make that type of commitment. The three raised beds on the back ‘D

side of the church, for root crops and other plants that can do well without quite

so much sunlight, wil!l be f chegatdinose who |1 ke ‘t 0 oput:t
Keeping in mind our commitment to organic and ogr

looking into the possibility of collecting rainwater and hooking it up to the irrigation system to

conserve water. We also may have a source for well -composted manure, and a trailer to transport it.

Now, we just need spring to come i and stay!
